PART I.  PURPOSE, BACKGROUND, AND AUTHORITY 29 
The purpose of the proposed Chapter 809 rule change is to establish rules to administer the Texas 30 
Rising Star (TRS) Program pursuant to Texas Government Code §2308.3155.   31 

 32 
Texas Government Code §2308.3155 defines the TRS program as "a voluntary, quality-based 33 
child care rating system of child care providers participating in the Texas Workforce 34 
Commission's subsidized child care program." 35 

 36 
Effective September 1, 2013, House Bill 376, 83rd Texas Legislature (Regular Session), 37 
amended Chapter 2308 of the Texas Government Code relating to the TRS program.  As 38 
amended, Chapter 2308 required the Commission to: 39 

--create a TRS program review workgroup to recommend revisions to the TRS program; 40 
--propose rules that incorporate the TRS workgroup's recommended revisions; 41 

--establish graduated reimbursement rates for TRS providers; 42 
--require Local Workforce Development Boards (Boards) to use at least 2 percent of their annual 43 

allocations for quality child care initiatives; and 44 
--make funds available for Boards to hire TRS assessors and mentors to provide TRS program 45 

technical assistance to child care providers. 46 
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 1 
TRS Program Review Workgroup 2 
As required by Texas Government Code §2308.321, the TRS workgroup was appointed by the 3 

Agency's executive director and, as required, included representatives from the following: 4 
--Texas Workforce Commission (one representative) 5 
--Texas Department of Family and Protective Services (DFPS) (one representative) 6 
--Texas Education Agency (one representative) 7 

--Texas Early Learning Council (TELC) (one representative) 8 
--TRS program providers (four representatives) 9 
--Texas School Ready! (TSR!) project participant (one representative) 10 
--Boards (one representative) 11 

--Board staff (three representatives) 12 
 13 
The TRS workgroup invited stakeholders from around the state of Texas to participate in 14 
workgroup discussions and provide input into proposed TRS program revisions.  Stakeholders 15 

included individuals from the following entities: 16 
--Boards 17 
--Board child care contractors 18 
--Child care providers 19 
--Children's Learning Institute 20 

--Texas Head Start Collaboration Office 21 

--Texans Care for Children 22 
--Texas Association for the Education of Young Children 23 
--Texas Association for Infant Mental Health 24 
--Texas Licensed Child Care Association  25 

--Texas Partnership for Out of School Time 26 
--Texas Department of State Health Services 27 
 28 
Pursuant to Texas Government Code §2308.321, the TRS workgroup was required to take the 29 

following into consideration when making recommendations: 30 
--Professional development standards for child care directors and employees, including training 31 

and annual professional development requirements; 32 
--Education and experience requirements for assessors and mentors; 33 

--Early learning and school readiness standards; 34 
--Guidelines for infants and toddlers in child care; 35 
--Training hours for providers; 36 
--Playground standards; 37 

--Best practices guidelines based on standards adopted by nationally recognized organizations, 38 
including Head Start Program Performance Standards, National Health and Safety Performance 39 
Standards, National Association for the Education of Young Children program standards and 40 
accreditation criteria, National Association for Family Child Care standards, US Department of 41 

Defense standards, national accreditation standards, and TSR! certification standards; 42 
--Research on infant and toddler brain development; and 43 
--Strategies for long-term financing of the TRS program, including financing the payment of: 44 

--incentives to child care providers participating in the TRS program; and 45 

--grants and rewards to child care providers that achieve and maintain high levels of service. 46 
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 1 
The TRS workgroup also considered the work of TELC, specifically its: 2 
--Texas Quality Rating and Improvement System recommendations; 3 

--Infant, Toddler, and Three-Year-Old Early Learning Guidelines; and 4 
--Texas Core Competencies for Early Practitioners and Administrators.  5 
 6 
The TRS workgroup addressed the following topics: 7 

--Minimum licensing requirements for TRS providers; 8 
--Structure and scoring of TRS program standards; 9 
--Minimum requirements for assessing and monitoring providers on the TRS program standards, 10 

including TRS providers that move or expand locations; 11 

--Assessments and monitoring for nationally accredited facilities and facilities regulated by the 12 
US Military; 13 

--Process for providers to request reconsiderations of their TRS program assessment; and 14 
--Recommendations regarding long-term financing of the TRS program.  15 

 16 
Graduated Reimbursement Rates for TRS Program Providers 17 
Texas Government Code §2308.315 requires that the minimum reimbursement rate for a TRS 18 
provider must be greater than the maximum rate established for a provider that is not TRS 19 

certified for the same category of care, i.e., at least: 20 
--5 percent higher for a provider with a 2-star rating; 21 
--7 percent higher for a provider with a 3-star rating; and 22 
--9 percent higher for a provider with a 4-star rating. 23 

 24 
Funding for Quality Child Care Initiatives and TRS Program Assessors and Mentors 25 
Texas Government Code, Chapter 2308, further requires that: 26 
--Boards use at least 2 percent of their annual allocations for quality child care initiatives, as set 27 

forth in §2308.317(c); and 28 
--the Commission makes funds available for Boards to hire TRS assessors and mentors to 29 

provide TRS program technical assistance to child care providers, per §2308.3155(c). 30 
 31

PART II.  EXPLANATION OF INDIVIDUAL PROVISIONS   33

therefore, are not discussed in the Explanation of Individual Provisions.) 35 

                                                                                                       36 
SUBCHAPTER A. GENERAL PROVISIONS     37 
The Commission proposes the following amendments to Subchapter A: 38 
 39 

§809.2. Definitions 40 
New §809.2(21) adds the definition of the TRS program as a voluntary, quality-based child care 41 
rating system for child care providers participating in Commission-subsidized child care, as 42 
provided in Texas Government Code §2308.3155. 43 

 44 
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New §809.2(22) adds the definition of a TRS provider as a provider certified as meeting TRS 1 
program standards.  The definition specifies that TRS providers are certified as one of the 2 
following: 3 

(A) 2-Star Program Provider;  4 
(B) 3-Star Program Provider; or  5 
(C) 4-Star Program Provider.   6 
 7 

The two definitions are provided to distinguish between the TRS program and a TRS provider as 8 
these terms are used throughout the rule.  The levels of certification are consistent with levels of 9 
reimbursement specified in Texas Government Code §2308.315. 10 
 11 

Certain paragraphs have been renumbered to ref lect additions. 12 
   13 
SUBCHAPTER B. GENERAL MANAGEMENT  14 
The Commission proposes the following amendments to Subchapter B:  15 

 16 
§809.16. Quality Improvement Activities 17 
Section 809.16 removes subsections (d) and (e) relating to assessments for providers requesting 18 
to participate in the TRS program.  These provisions have been modified and moved to new 19 

§809.133(b) relating to application and assessments for the TRS program.  20 
 21 
§809.20. Maximum Provider Reimbursement Rates 22 
Section 809.20(b)(1) relating to enhanced reimbursement rates for TRS providers is amended to 23 

align the language with the new definition in §809.2(22). 24 
 25 
Section 809.20(c) adds the Texas Government Code §2308.315 requirement that TRS providers 26 
will receive reimbursements that are higher than the maximum rates for non-TRS providers and 27 

that these rates shall be at least: 28 
(A) 5 percent greater for a 2-Star Program Provider or a child care provider meeting the 29 

requirements of §809.20(b)(2) or (b)(3); 30 
(B) 7 percent greater for a 3-Star Program Provider; and  31 

(C) 9 percent greater for a 4-Star Program Provider. 32 
 33 
Texas Government Code §2308.315 requires that graduated reimbursement rates not go into 34 
effect before the Commission adopts revisions to the TRS Program rules.  However, following 35 

the adoption of the TRS Program rules, time will be required to: 36 
--train TRS assessors and mentors on the new TRS guidelines; and 37 
--conduct assessments of current TRS providers to ensure they meet the requirements necessary 38 

to be reimbursed at the levels prescribed in Texas Government Code §2308.315. 39 

 40 
The Agency surveyed Boards and a majority indicated that they would be able to conduct all 41 
assessments of current TRS providers within five months or less following the adoption of the 42 
TRS Program rules.  Additionally, based on stakeholder input, the Agency has determined that 43 

the training of new TRS assessors can occur concurrently with assessments of current TRS 44 
providers, but will require an additional two to three months training time.  45 
 46 
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Therefore, to ensure that the TRS program can be administered as set forth in Texas Government 1 
Code, Chapter 2308, including required technical assistance and incorporation of higher quality-2 
based standards, the new graduated reimbursement rates in §809.20(c) will be implemented 3 

effective September 1, 2015.   4 
 5 
Further, to expand local flexibility, the Commission adds new §809.20(d) to allow Boards to 6 
establish a higher enhanced reimbursement rate for TRS providers than those provided in 7 

§809.20(c)(1) - (3), so long as a minimum 2 percent difference between each star level is 8 
maintained, consistent with Texas Government Code §2308.315. 9 
 10 
Certain subsections have been relettered to reflect additions. 11 

 12 
SUBCHAPTER G. TEXAS RISING STAR PROGRAM 13 
The Commission proposes new Subchapter G, as follows:  14 

 15 

§809.130. Short Title and Purpose 16 
New §809.130(a) identifies rules contained in this subchapter as the TRS Program rules.   17 
 18 
New §809.130(b) sets forth the purpose of the TRS Program rules.  Specifically, the purpose of 19 

the TRS Program rules is to interpret and implement Texas Government Code §2308.3155(b) 20 
requiring the Commission to establish rules to administer the TRS program, including guidelines 21 
for rating a child care provider for TRS program certification.   22 
 23 

New §809.130(c) states that the TRS Program rules identify the organizational structure and 24 
categories of, and the scoring factors that shall be included in, the TRS guidelines. 25 
 26 
Pursuant to §2308.3155(b) of the Texas Government Code, new §809.130(d) establishes that the 27 

guidelines for rating a child care provider are included in the TRS guidelines.   28 
 29 
New §809.130(d) outlines the topics to be covered in the TRS guidelines, requiring the TRS 30 
guidelines to: 31 

(1) describe measures for the TRS program that contain, at a minimum, measures for child care 32 
providers regarding: 33 
(A) director and staff qualifications and training; 34 
(B) caregiver-child interactions; 35 

(C) curriculum; 36 
(D) nutrition and indoor and outdoor activities; and 37 
(E) parent involvement and education; 38 

 39 

(2) specify measures that: 40 
(A) must be met in order for a provider to be certified at each star level; and 41 
(B) are observed and have points awarded through on-site assessments; and 42 
 43 

(3) specify the scoring methodology and scoring thresholds for each star level. 44 
 45 
New §809.130(e) requires:  46 
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(1) the Commission to adopt the TRS guidelines per the requirements of the Texas Open 1 
Meetings Act; and  2 

(2) any amendments to the TRS guidelines made by the Commission, to be subject to the 3 

requirements of the Texas Open Meetings Act. 4 
 5 
The TRS guidelines take into consideration the recommendations of the TRS workgroup and will 6 
be made available for public comment in fall 2014, prior to final adoption by the Commission.   7 

 8 
§809.131. Eligibility for the TRS Program 9 
As provided in Texas Government Code §2308.3155, the TRS program is a voluntary, quality -10 
based child care rating system of child care providers participating in the Commission-subsidized 11 

child care program.  As set forth in new §809.131, to be eligible to participate in the TRS 12 
program, a child care provider must agree to accept Commission-subsidized children. 13 
 14 
Additionally, TRS providers must demonstrate consistent compliance with minimum state 15 

licensing requirements.  DFPS is the child care licensing and regulatory agency for the state of 16 
Texas.  DFPS regulations establish minimum licensing requirements that all child care providers 17 
must follow.  If a child care provider has repeated licensing deficiencies, DFPS may place the 18 
provider on corrective action.  DFPS may initiate an adverse action to include a revocation or 19 

suspension of a license if:  20 
--deficiencies are not corrected timely;  21 
--there are repeat deficiencies; or  22 
--there is an incident or single deficiency that poses an immediate risk to children. 23 

 24 
The TRS program is a voluntary rating system for providers choosing to meet standards above 25 
minimum DFPS licensing standards.  In order for a provider to meet and maintain TRS program 26 
standards, the provider must demonstrate consistent compliance with minimum DFPS licensing 27 

standards.  Accordingly, as set forth in new §809.131, providers placed on corrective or adverse 28 
action by DFPS are automatically found not to have demonstrated consistent compliance with 29 
minimum licensing standards and, therefore, are not eligible to participate in the TRS program. 30 
 31 

New §809.131(a) incorporates the TRS workgroup's recommendation establishing the eligibility 32 
requirements for a child care provider to apply to participate in the TRS Program.  A child care 33 
provider is eligible to apply for TRS certification if the provider has a current agreement to serve 34 
Commission-subsidized children and the provider:  35 

(1) has a permanent (nonexpiring) license or registration from DFPS;  36 
(2) has at least 12 months of licensing history with DFPS; and  37 
(3) is not on corrective or adverse action with DFPS; or 38 
(4) is regulated by and in good standing with the US Military. 39 

 40 
New §809.131(b) incorporates the TRS workgroup's recommendation that a child care facility is 41 
not eligible to apply for TRS certification if, during the most recent 12-month DFPS licensing 42 
history, the provider had: 43 

(1) any critical licensing deficiencies, as listed in the TRS guidelines;  44 
(2) five or more high or medium-high licensing deficiencies, as listed in the TRS guidelines; or 45 
(3) 10 or more total licensing deficiencies of any type. 46 
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 1 
When reviewing TRS program eligibility, the Commission also takes into consideration the total 2 
number of DFPS-cited deficiencies.  In determining the maximum number of total DFPS-cited 3 

deficiencies allowed for participation in the TRS program, the Commission concurs with the 4 
recommendations of the TRS workgroup.  The TRS workgroup consulted with DFPS to 5 
determine the average number of DFPS licensing deficiencies per provider cited during a 12 -6 
month period.  In State Fiscal Year 2013 (September 1, 2012 to August 31, 2013), there were an 7 

average of 5.81 deficiencies cited per child care center.  The average number of deficiencies did 8 
not vary significantly based on the size of the center.  The smallest centers--a capacity of less 9 
than 50 children--had an average of 6.4 deficiencies, while the largest centers--a capacity of over 10 
300 children--had an average of 6.22 deficiencies.  Medium-sized centers--a capacity between 50 11 

and 300--had an average of 5.75 deficiencies. 12 
 13 
As a result of this analysis, the Commission believes that any provider with 10 or more total 14 
licensing deficiencies--well above the state average--has not demonstrated consistent compliance 15 

with minimum licensing requirements and should not be eligible to participate in the TRS 16 
program. 17 
 18 
Additionally, the TRS workgroup worked closely with DFPS to identify:  19 

--what critical licensing deficiencies preclude a provider from participating in the TRS program; 20 
and 21 

--the maximum number of high or medium high risk licensing deficiencies preclude a provider 22 
from participating in the TRS program. 23 

 24 
§809.132. Impact of DFPS Deficiencies 25 
New §809.132 describes the minimum standards necessary for TRS providers to maintain 26 
program eligibility and outlines the specific consequences for TRS providers that: 27 

--are placed on corrective or adverse action by DFPS;  28 
--exceed a maximum number of DFPS child care licensing deficiencies of any type; or 29 
--exceed a maximum number of critical, high, or medium-high DFPS child care licensing 30 

deficiencies as listed in the TRS guidelines. 31 

 32 
In the development of these minimum standards, the Commission consulted closely with the 33 
TRS workgroup and accepted its recommendations. 34 
 35 

New §809.132(a) mandates that a TRS provider shall lose TRS certification if the provider: 36 
(1) is placed on corrective or adverse action by DFPS; or 37 
(2) has 15 or more total licensing deficiencies of any type during the most recent 12-month 38 

licensing history. 39 

 40 
Under new §809.132(b), a TRS provider with any of the critical licensing deficiencies listed in 41 
the TRS guidelines during the most recent 12-month DFPS licensing history shall have the 42 
following consequences: 43 

(1) reduction of a 4-Star Program Provider or 3-Star Program Provider to a 2-Star Program 44 
Provider; or  45 

(2) a 2-Star Program Provider will lose certification. 46 
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 1 
Likewise, as set forth in new §809.132(c), TRS providers with five or more of the high or 2 
medium-high deficiencies listed in the TRS guidelines during the most recent 12-month DFPS 3 

licensing history shall lose a star level with a 2-Star Program Provider losing certification. 4 
 5 
New §809.132(d) provides that TRS providers with 10 to 14 total licensing deficiencies of any 6 
type during the most recent 12-month DFPS licensing history shall be placed on a six-month 7 

TRS program probationary period.   8 
 9 
Additionally, new §809.132(d)(1) - (3) explains that: 10 
(1) TRS providers on a six-month probationary period that are re-cited by DFPS for any of the 11 

same deficiencies within the probationary period shall lose a star level with a 2-Star Program 12 
Provider losing certification;   13 

(2) if any new deficiencies—not to exceed 14 total deficiencies—are cited by DFPS during the 14 
first probationary period, a second six-month probationary period shall be established 15 

effective upon the date of final DFPS determination; and 16 
(3) if any new deficiencies—not to exceed 14 total deficiencies—are cited by DFPS during the 17 

second six-month probationary period, the provider shall lose TRS certification. 18 
 19 

Under new §809.132(e), providers that lose a star level due to licensing deficiencies shall be 20 
eligible for reinstatement at the former level if the deficiency is not re-cited by DFPS within the 21 
next six months. 22 
 23 

New §809.132(f) explains that providers losing TRS certification due to licensing deficiencies 24 
will be eligible to reapply for certification no sooner than 12 months following the loss of the 25 
certification. 26 
 27 

DFPS citations, deficiencies, and actions are effective on the date DFPS makes the final 28 
determination following any appeal by the provider to DFPS.  29 
 30 
§809.133. Application and Assessments for the TRS Program 31 

New §809.133 sets forth the rules for applying for the TRS Program:   32 
--conducting assessments, including:  33 

--initial assessments for TRS program applicants; and  34 
--recertification assessments for TRS-certified providers; and 35 

--ongoing monitoring of TRS providers. 36 
 37 
As recommended by the TRS workgroup, new §809.133(a)(1) requires TRS program applicants 38 
to complete an orientation on TRS guidelines, including an overview of the:  39 

(A) TRS program application process;  40 
(B) TRS program measures; and  41 
(C) TRS program assessment process.   42 
 43 

New §809.133(a)(2) incorporates the TRS workgroup's recommendations requiring an applicant 44 
to complete a TRS program self-assessment tool.   45 

 46 
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New §809.133(b) states that Boards must ensure that:  1 
(1) written acknowledgment of receipt of the application and self-assessment is sent to the 2 

provider; 3 

(2) within 20 days of receipt of the application the provider receives an estimated time frame for 4 
scheduling the initial assessment; 5 

(3)  an assessment is conducted of any child care provider that meets the eligibility requirements 6 
in new §809.131 and requests to participate in the TRS program; and  7 

(4) TRS certification is granted to any provider assessed as meeting the TRS provider 8 
certification criteria set forth in the TRS guidelines.   9 

 10 
New §809.133(c) incorporates the TRS workgroup's recommendations requiring Boards to 11 

ensure that TRS assessments include:  12 
(1) on-site assessment of 100 percent of provider classrooms at the initial assessment for TRS 13 

certification and at each scheduled recertification; and  14 
(2) recertification of all TRS providers every three years. 15 

 16 
New §809.133(d) incorporates the TRS workgroup's recommendations requiring Boards to 17 
ensure that certified TRS providers are monitored on an annual basis and the monitoring 18 
includes: 19 

(1) at least one unannounced on-site visit; and  20 
(2) a review of the provider's licensing compliance as described in new §809.132.   21 
 22 
New §809.133(e) requires Boards to ensure compliance with the process and procedures in the 23 

TRS guidelines for conducting assessments of nationally accredited child care facilities and  24 
facilities regulated by the US Military. 25 
 26 
New §809.133(f) requires Boards to ensure compliance with the process and procedures in the 27 

TRS guidelines for conducting assessments of certified TRS providers that move or expand 28 
locations. 29 
 30 
§809.134. Minimum Qualifications for TRS Assessors and Mentors  31 

Section 2308.321(e)(2) of the Texas Government Code requires the TRS workgroup to submit 32 
recommendations to the Agency proposing revisions to Agency rules relating to the education 33 
and experience requirements for mentors and evaluators.   34 
 35 

New §809.134(a)(1) - (3) incorporates the TRS workgroup's recommendations, requiring Boards 36 
to ensure TRS assessors and mentors meet the minimum education requirements, as follows: 37 
(1)  Bachelor's degree from an accredited four-year college or university in early childhood 38 
      education, child development, special education, child psychology, educational psychology,  39 

      elementary education, or family consumer science;  40 
(2)  Bachelor's degree from an accredited four-year college or university with at least 18 41 
      credit hours in early childhood education, child development, special education, child  42 
      psychology, educational psychology, elementary education, or family consumer science with 43 

at least 12 credit hours in child development; or 44 
(3)  Associate's degree in early childhood education, child development, special education, child  45 
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      psychology, educational psychology, elementary education, or family consumer science with 1 
two years of experience as a director in an early childhood program, with preference given to 2 
experience with a provider that is accredited or TRS certified.   3 

 4 
New §809.134(b) incorporates the TRS workgroup's recommendation that a Board may request a 5 
waiver from the Commission of the minimum education requirements in subsection (a) if the 6 
Board can demonstrate that no applicants in its local workforce development area meet the 7 

minimum education requirements.    8 
 9 
The rule language also stipulates that a waiver, if granted by the Commission, is effective for no 10 
more than two years.  The Commission's expectation is that assessors and mentors obtain the 11 

required education during the two-year period. 12 
  13 
New §809.134(c) incorporates the TRS workgroup's recommendation requiring Boards to ensure 14 
that TRS assessors and mentors meet the minimum work experience requirements of one year of 15 

full-time early childhood classroom experience in a child care, Early Head Start, Head Start, or 16 
prekindergarten through third-grade school program. 17 
 18 
New §809.134(d) incorporates the TRS workgroup's recommendation requiring Boards to ensure 19 

that if an individual performs the duties of both an assessor and a mentor, the individual 20 
providing TRS mentoring services to a provider does not act as the assessor of that same 21 
provider when determining TRS certification. 22 
 23 

New §809.134(e) incorporates the TRS workgroup's recommendation requiring TRS assessors 24 
and mentors to complete annual professional development and continuing education consistent 25 
with child care licensing minimum training requirements for a center director. 26 
 27 

New §809.134(f) incorporates the TRS workgroup's recommendation requiring TRS assessors 28 
and mentors to meet the background check requirement consistent with 40 TAC, Chapter 745. 29 
 30 
New §809.134(g) incorporates the TRS workgroup's recommendation requiring TRS assessors 31 

and mentors to demonstrate: 32 
(1) knowledge of best practices in early childhood education; and 33 
(2) understanding of early childhood evaluations, observations, and assessment tools for both 34 

teachers and children. 35 

 36 
§809.135. TRS Process for Reconsideration 37 
New §809.135 requires Boards to ensure a process for reconsideration of facility assessment at 38 
the Board level.  The TRS program is not subject to Chapter 823 of this title, the Integrated 39 

Complaints, Hearings, and Appeals rules.  40 
 41

The TRS program is a voluntary quality certification program and child 21 
care providers are not required to participate in the TRS program in order to provide child care 22 
services to the general public.

The Agency 24 
acknowledges that child care providers that want to participate in the voluntary TRS program 25 
may incur additional costs to comply with the TRS standards.

	(B) are observed and have points awarded through on-site assessments; and 42

	(3) specify the scoring methodology and scoring thresholds for each star level. 44

	New §809.130(e) requires:  46 
	(1) the Commission to adopt the TRS guidelines per the requirements of the Texas Open 1 Meetings Act; and  2 
	(1) the Commission to adopt the TRS guidelines per the requirements of the Texas Open 1 Meetings Act; and  2 
	(1) the Commission to adopt the TRS guidelines per the requirements of the Texas Open 1 Meetings Act; and  2
